Amount: $ 233,745 Purpose: Wastewater System Surge Tank

WHEREAS Section 66 of the Municipal Government Act provides that the Council of the _TOWN OF LOCKEPORT ,
subject to the approval of the Minister of Municipal Affairs and Housing, may borrow to expend funds for a capital
purpose as authorized by statute;

WHEREAS the Council of the _TOWN OF LOCKEPORT , has adopted a capital budget for this fiscal year as required
by Section 65 of the Municipal Government Act and are so authorized to expend funds for a capital purpose as
identified in their capital budget; and

WHERAS the Council of the _TOWN OF LOCKEPORT , has determined to borrow for the purposes of Wastewater
Surge Tank;

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED



THAT under the authority of Section 66 of the Municipal Government Act, the Council of the _TOWN OF
LOCKEPORT , borrow a sum or sums not exceeding Two hundred and thirty-three thousand, seven hundred and
forty-five Dollars (S_233,745) for the purpose set out above, subject to the approval of the Minister of Municipal
Affairs and Housing;

THAT the sum be borrowed by the issue and sale of debentures of the Council of the _TOWN OF LOCKEPORT , to
such an amount as the Council deems necessary;

THAT the issue of debentures be postponed pursuant to Section 92 of the Municipal Government Act and that the
Council borrow from time to time a sum or sums not exceeding Two hundred and thirty-three thousand, seven
hundred and forty-five Dollars ($233,745) in total from any chartered bank or trust company doing business in
Nova Scotia;

THAT the sum be borrowed for a period not exceeding Twenty-Four (24) Months from the date of the approval of
the Minister of Municipal Affairs and Housing of this resolution;

THAT the interest payable on the borrowing be paid at a rate to be agreed upon; and THAT the amount borrowed
be repaid from the proceeds of the debentures when sold.
